2.       Government with a view to complete the process of State Reorgansation 
related work more smoothly and effectively, identified certain Senior Officers as 

Coordinating Officers for each of the Secretariat Departments, who will be 
completely responsible for all items of bifurcation, including files, assets, 
buildings etc., and guide the Nodal Officers of their Secretariat Department and 

all Heads of Departments/ Corporations/ Societies/Universities under their 
administrative control. 

3.       The Coordinating Officers have a key role in coordinating with all the 
Heads of Departments and the Nodal Officers concerned to their Secretariat 
Department in regard to reorganisation related matters. The Coordinating 

Officers shall coordinate within their respective Secretariat Department also.  

4.       The Coordinating Officers are requested to summarize and disseminate 

the proceedings of meetings and to pass on the instructions to all the Heads of 
Departments and the Nodal Officers concerned from time to time to ensure 
smooth and free transition.
